Your new fireplace may be wall mounted,
installed into existing framing or built into a
wall.

Review and consider all of the following condi-
tions for installation:

NOTE: A 15 Amp, 120 Volt circuit is required.
A dedicated circuit is preferred but not essen-
tial in all cases.

WARNING:

Ensure the power cord is not installed so
that it is pinched or against a sharp edge
and ensure that the power cord is stored
or secured to avoid tripping or snagging
to reduce the risk of fire, electric shock or
injury to persons.

Construction and electrical outlet wiring
must comply with local building codes
and other applicable regulations to re-
duce the risk of fire, electric shock and
injury to persons.

To reduce the risk of fire, do not store or
use gasoline or other flammable vapors
and liquids in the vicinity of the heater.

1. Select a location that is not susceptible to
moisture, dust and is away from high traffic
locations and things that many catch fire or
block openings such as drapes, pillows, furni-
ture etc.

2. For the best effect install the firelace out of
direct sunlight and away from overhead light-

ing.

3. If possible, select a location near an existing
electrical outlet for ease of electrical hook up.

4. Remove fireplace, front, fireglass media,
and all hardware from box and remove all
packaging related materials prior to installa-
tion.

5. Plug in the unit, then press the POWER key on
the unit or remote control. (ensure the batteries
are installed to remote control.) After this, ensure
the LED lights are working correctly.

6. Press ON/OFF key to close the unit, then pull the
plug from the socket.Store the fireplace in a safe,
dry and dust free location until you are ready to
install the fireplace.

2. When operating the remote make sure you point the
remote to the centre of the heater unit and make sure
each time you press the button the LED indicator located
on top right hand corner of the remote blinks. The buzzer
inside the unit will beep once; if the LED fails to blink
check the batteries. It takes some time for the receiver
to respond to the transmitter. Do not PRESS the buttons
more than once within two seconds for correct operation

3. PowerOn” (D “button: The power-on button at top left
corner of the remote is the mains ON/OFF power button.
This will turn off all the functions and the heater will be in
standby mode.

4. Flame Power On button Ql (D : This button controls both
the amber and blue colour flame. Press this button once
to turn ON the flame effect. Once the flame effectis ON
use the + and — buttons as explained below to adjust the
flame brightness as desired. Press this button again to
turn OFF the flame effect.

 The RED & +5 or -5 buttons control the
brightness of the Amber fame.

To increase the brightness / flame height,
press and release the & +5 button.

Each time you press this button the brightness
will increase by a small amount, until the
maximum is reached.

Press this button to
turn the heater ON. The heater will always
start at high heat setting 2000W. To turn OFF
the heater press this button again.

HIGH button: Press the high button to switch
the heater to high heat setting 2000W.

LOW button: Press the high button to switch
the heater to LOW heat setting 1000W.
ROOM TEMP button: Press the high button to
switch the heater to AUTO mode. Under this
mode the heater will operate in similar way as
explained above for the manual operation.

6. To turn OFF the heater unit completely press
the “ (') “ button once.

Realistic Flame Effect:

The flame effectis controlled by LEDs; the
LEDs are non-replaceable type but have been
manufactured to last for long life.



This remote control will be used on : BI-50-FLUSHMT-BLKGLS

1. For the remote to function make sure the heater is plugged in and main power switch is turned on.

Note: The heater may release a slight odor the first time it is turned on. This is normal. The heating
elements inside the heater will burn off any accumulated oils or dust during initial heating. This may also

occur when dust accumulates on the heating elements over periods of non-use.

2. When operating the remote make sure to point the remote at the center of the fireplace insert. Each time you press
a button on the remote the LED indicator on the top right of the remote should blink and the fireplace insert will “BEEP”.
If the LED fails to blink check the batteries. It takes up to one second for the fireplace insert to respond to the
transmitter. DO NOT PRESS THE BUTTONS MORE THAN ONCE within two seconds. This allows the fireplace

insert to respond to the remote.

3. Power on ( ) button: The power — on button at top left corner of the remote is the main ON/ OFF power button.
This will turn off all the functions (heater and display). If you turn the fireplace insert OFF, then ON, the fireplace
insert will return to its last heater and display settings.

In this mode the heater will automatically turn on and off. When the room temperature drops below
71° F. (22° C) the heater will turn on to the high heat setting (1500 watt). When the room temperature
is between 71° and 77° F (22-25° C) the heater output will switch to low heat setting (750W). When
the room temperature goes above 77° F (25° C) the heater will turn off.

3) “Flame control button”
Press the Flame brightness adjustment button to adjust the flame height and ember bed brightness.
Press the FLAME control button to cycle through LO, MED, HI and OFF.
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REPLACING THE REMOTE CONTROL BATTERY

When the remote control stops operating or its range seems reduced, it is time to replace the batteries

with new ones. Remove the batteries if the remote control won't be used for a long period of time.

1. The battery compartment is located on the back end of the remote.

2. Press the small tab inward as you slide the battery door open and remove the old batteries.

3. Replace with (2) AAA batteries (not included), making sure the + and - sides of the battery match the
inside of the battery compartment.

Only the original purchaser of the product is eligible for coverage under this limited warranty; the warranty is not transferable.

Products excluded from this limited warranty
Light bulbs are not covered by this limited warranty and are the sole responsibility of the owner/purchaser.

Warranty Coverage and Team

Products covered by this limited warranty have been tested and inspected prior to shipment and, subject to the provisions of this war-
ranty, Amantii warrants such products to be free from defects in material and workmanship for a period of one (1) year from the date
of the first purchase of such products.
